Thirty one years ago my husband came home with a Jack Russell Terrier, the idea was
that he (the Russell, not the husband!)would control the rats in the feed shed for the
horses, he did that and a lot more, he stole our hearts and was very well know around
the village and there were a lot of "Toby lookalikes around.”

On moving to Canada we decided that Toby was rather too old to travel and we had no
place to call our own so we passed him along to some friends were he lived a great life
until he was seventeen.

Once we had got a home of our own we started to search for another JR, which back in
1977 was a real challenge, eventually we found a cute little girl called Katie, she was
the cutest and probably one of the smallest JR's ever, certainly not up to breed

standard of over 10" and under 15" at the shoulder, but she hunted like a fiend
produced some fantastic puppies and lived to a ripe old age. Her son died just two years
ago, he was sixteen.

Through the years we have had a lot of different Jack Russell's, | showed the dogs and
handled the breeding side. Looking for the
perfect dog is great fun, not only do we
search for the perfect temperament we need
to have them conformationally correct as
well, Chest size is important to a hunting
dog, the chest size should be spannable by a
mans hands, so rule of thumb never bigger
than 15" around. Coat types are another
point of interest, in one litter you can get
smooth, broken and rough. Colour is of
importance, they need to be 51% white with
black and/or tan colouring, Brindle is
unacceptable. Jack Russell Terriers are
registered at one year of age once they clear
with a very thorough vet's check up, and this
is done by the Jack Russell Terrier Clubs of Canada, America, and Great Britain

My husband hunted the dogs and can tell many a tale about some of his bazaar hunting
trips, one comes to mind were he took my good female, Flick, down to New York to hunt
fox, not telling me until some days later that Flick had scented a fox and had gone out
onto a fallen tree which happened to have fallen over a gully with a drop of twenty feet,
you got it, Flick fell! Shook herself, looked a little puzzled and continued the hunt.

They have all hunted like fiends, their quarry is fox, raccoon, groundhog Opossum, and
badger, but at the end of the day they are happy to come home and watch some good
TV. Not allowed when they came up against skunk of course!.
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They have all liked to snuggle. They have all been good with the kids; Toby arrived when
our son was two. No problem. We have gone through three children and seven
Grandchildren with no problems; all the dogs adore the kids, especially when they were
very young and trail around with food, or sticky mouths. For a while our two year old
grandson greeted us with open mouth and licks...Probably been with the dogs for too
long!!

Our Grandsons in New Jersey were rather quiet one afternoon and when our daughter
went to see why, she found they were doing "dot - to- dot" on her JR's tummy with magic
marker.

Anyone looking to add a Jack Russell to their family, must remember that as good as

they are, they are primarily a hunting dog, and will go after the neighbours cat, and a
venturing bunny, it is the nature of
the beast. They do require a walk
every day, and more than anything
they love company. | find owners call
with troublesome JR's when they
work all day and the dogs are bored
out of their minds. We never sell
pups to working families, that way |
don't have to worry about dogs being
returned. We also warn prospective
buyers that they do dig, very often

in your favourite rose bed! and some
can jump out of yards and we had
one that could climb trees. They love
all activities, flyball, Agility, runs on
the beach, swimming; you name it
they will have a go, so long as it's
with you and to please you.

Upon moving to Nanaimo from
Ontario three years ago, | have been
involved with the Nanaimo Kennel
Club, as our hunting days are done it
was the perfect solution for us as
they offer so many fun things.
Watching Pie run the agility course is about as much fun any one can handle in one day

We have now added a Border Terrier to our family and we love her dearly, but for
smarts and amusement...you can't beat a Jack Russell Terrier.

Pilot Off-Leash Dog Parks Opening May 1, 2010
For Immediate Release

April 28, 2010 The City of Nanaimo is pleased to announce the opening of two new off
leash dog parks on May 1%, 2010. The new off leash parks are located in specific aras
of both Beaufort and Colliery Dam Parks.

Starting this Saturday, dogs will be allowed off-leash all day in an under-utilised part of
Beaufort Park, accessible from Waddington Road and Chelsea Crescent. This park is
centrally located, and has ample parking. The off leash site is flat and grassy, and is
connected to a wooded trail system where dogs may be walked on leash.

Dogs will also be allowed off-leash around the upper dam of Colliery Dam Park starting
this weekend. However off-leash access at this location is only permitted between & AM
and 10 AM. Dogs must be on a leash at all other times of the day.

Both new dog off-leash areas are being tested as one year pllot projects and will be re-
evaluated after that time. Feedback will be welcomed during this time frame.

The public process to identify new locations and potential improvements for dog off
lzash parks began in July of 2009. Two public open houses were held in 2009 to assess
the support of additional dog off leash parks and to propose new locations for potential
development over the next 5 years. Throughout the public process, there was
overwhelming support for the development of more dog parks throughout the City, as
well as a desire to see more amenities in existing dog parks, including shade, drinking
water and access to swimming.

Two more off lkash areas are expected to open in the fall of 2010. A grassy portion of
Diver Lake Park will begin testing off leash use in October. Expansion of the

axisting dog off-leash park at Beban Park is also expected to begin in the fall of 2010.
